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2010 Florida Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System Supplemental Report

Introduction

The Florida Department of Health is pleased to release the 2010 Florida Behavioral Risk Factor
Surveillance System (BRFSS) Supplemental Report: A Comparison of Health Indicators Among
Urban/Suburban/Rural Regions. This report focuses on examining differences in state-level
estimates among adults living in urban, suburban and rural regions of the state. Each of the
indicators is presented by sex, age group, race/ethnicity, education level, income level, and
marital status among these three different regions.

Although county level data is available for each of these health indicators, estimates are not
always available for subpopulations such as non-Hispanic Blacks or those ages 18-25 years.
This is because the sample size of these groups is too small for generating stable estimates.
Thus, BRFSS data from individual counties is combined to create a larger sample size. In order
to provide prevalence estimates that would be useful for these counties, Florida’s 67 counties
are grouped into rural, suburban or urban regions based on population. Thirty-three counties
are defined as rural regions having a population density of less than 100 persons per square
mile. Five counties are defined as urban having a population of over 1 million people. The
twenty-five remaining counties are categorized as suburban (see figure 1). *

The Florida BRFSS has been collecting and reporting health behavior data since 1986. This
statewide telephone survey of Florida adults is the only source of state-specific, population-
based estimates of the prevalence of various health and health risk behaviors. The purpose of
this survey of Florida residents aged 18 and older is to gather information regarding personal
health behaviors, selected medical conditions, and the prevalence of preventive health care
practices among Florida adults.

The 2010 BRFSS is the third time the county-level survey has been conducted. It was
previously conducted in 2002 and 2007. Over 35,000 interviews were completed statewide in
the 2010 calendar year, with a target sample size of 500 completed surveys in each county.

Because BRFSS respondents are randomly selected, measures of prevalence and mean are
subject to random sample errors. Each measure listed in the data tables includes the 95%
confidence interval (Cl). Measures of prevalence and mean are excluded from the tables for
any subpopulation with a sample size less than 30, which would yield statistically unreliable
estimates. Statistically significant differences between Rural and Urban areas and Rural and
Suburban areas based on 95% confidence intervals are noted using an asterisk (*).

The prevalence rates in this report are adjusted, or “weighted” to represent all Florida adults.
Weighting is a procedure that adjusts for the chance of an adult being selected to complete the
survey and for discrepancies between the adults who completed the survey and the overall
population of Florida adults. The data were weighted to the respondent’s probability of selection
by county, as well as age and sex based on 2010 population estimates.
